“Tluuwee Kwiiyaas - the Beloved Canoe” project aims to preserve traditional ocean-going
ceremonial Haida canoe carving and cultural art skills and language in an intergenerational
program by engaging Master / Experienced carvers and artists with 8 Haida youth in a
culturally appropriate skill-development program. Traditional knowledge will be shared
through building relationships, practising self-discipline and will increase understanding
around Haida life-style values, art, healthy-living, community and family principles.

The participating youth will be involved in making a traditional Haida canoe and assisting in
the carving, steaming and painting processes. They will also participate in the Launching of
the Canoe scheduled August 24th 2024.

The youth will assist in day to day activities at the Longhouse and Carving Shed, including
guiding tourists/answering questions, as well as a variety of tasks and artistic experiences.

This project needs motivated and dedicated youth that are open and willing to learn.
